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CALL FOR BOARD NOMINATIONS

8. ELECTION OF BOARD MEMBERS
 
8.3 Each Member of the Corporate (Industry), Corporate (Agency/Consultancy) and Personal Membership categories shall be entitled to nominate only one person as a candidate for Membership of the Board. Every nomination will be required to be seconded by another Member of the Company.

8.8 Should more than five persons be nominated for Membership of each Division of the Board, the papers necessary for a ballot shall be despatched to Members as soon as possible after 31st January. 
8.19 After their term of office the Chairman and Members of the Board (including co-opted Members) shall stand down but shall be eligible for re-nomination and re-election (or nomination and election, in the case of co-opted Members) to the Board.
